The Section also specialises in works in Persian from Iran and works on Iran in all
languages. Books on lIran include Ancient Iran and a section on all aspects of
Zoroastrianism and other Iranian religions. (For the Parsis in India see the South Asia
Section.)

Other important collections are the Ancient Iranian languages, like Avestan and
Pahlavi, and the modern Iranian languages, like Kurdish, Pashto, and Balochi.

Turkish language material (shelf mark PRA) and Turkey (shelf mark NS)

The third largest part of the section is the Turkish language material, and the
materials on modern Turkey and the Ottoman Empire in Western languages are also
extensive.

The section also contains significant collections of non-Islamic languages, literatures
and cultures. Largest of these are the Armenian (shelf mark PE) and Georgian (shelf
mark PJA) collections.
